The National Packaging Covenant 

is a complex national voluntary 

agreement (backed up by 

legislation to ensure companies 

participate) aimed at reducing 

packaging waste. However, with it 

due to expire in August 2004, has 

it achieved any reduction in 

packaging waste after 4 years of 

operating? Our growing waste 

levels suggest not.

The City of Kingston has produced 

a set of Stormwater Industry 

Guides to help businesses improve 

their environmental on-site 

operations. The Guides were 

developed in support of its 'Clean 

Business, Clean Bay' program for 

small to medium businesses. 

Five common areas of production 

were identified to be affecting the 

quality of stormwater runoff from 

the premises of these businesses, 

which produce a wide variety of 

goods and range in size from 2 

employees to more than 60.

1. Materials storage and liquid 

spill control

2. Litter management

3. Waste storage and disposal

4. Delivery and transfer of goods

5. Washdown and cleaning 

practices

Early in the project it became 

apparent that there was a lack of 

readily available information on 

stormwater quality. The project 

officers then developed a set of 

user-friendly guidelines for 

minimise the effort and maximises 

the results of your green 

purchasing efforts.

ECOLOGICAL FOOTPRINT & GREENHOUSE CALCULATORS

“Ecological Footprints (EFs) are a tool for measuring and communicating 

the environmental impacts of human activity on the environment, and the 

sustainability of that activity. They are based around the concept that 

human consumption of goods and services require a large range of inputs 

from the environment, and that the environment have limited capacity to 

supply these inputs. Ecological footprints measures these inputs in terms 

of land required to sustainably produce these inputs and compared this to 

the land available within a region or across the world” (~RMIT Centre For 

Design). 

There are a number of excellent sites for calculating your ecological 

footprint / impact on the earth. Ranging from commercial and domestic 

calculators like the Victorian EPA Eco-Footprint calculator and the very 

playful ABC Planet Slayer greenhouse calculator.

The Active Catchment Education 

(ACE) model is a captivatingly 

detailed 3-D landscape model of 

an urban catchment.

It will be a valuable tool for 

educating the community about 

litter, stormwater pollution and 

water reuse. It is designed for use 

with schools, at festivals and

The ACE model landscape 

includes a house, school, 

shopping centre, sportsground, 

park, construction site, industrial 

estate and farm. It has a natural 

and an urbanised creek, a natural 

wetland and an artificial wetland. 

The model is 1.5 x 2.4 metres 

and is transported via a trailer 

which has a built in solar power 

system for operating out of doors.

The ACE model is more than just 

the catchment model – it comes 

with a comprehensive Leader’s 

Pack, User's Manual, display 

panels and a laptop computer. The 

laptop computer includes an Image 

Bank which can be used to show 

real life images to the audience. 

The User's Manual provides a 

photographic step-by-step guide to 

the easy and safe set up and use of 

the ACE model.

Training sessions will also be 

provided, covering methods to 

maximise education outcomes and 

the safe use and handling of the 

model.
